SMC Women Win Doubles For Corsairs’ State Championship Sweep

Rodriguez/Hansard peaked at the perfect time losing only seven games in the entire tournament. Their season record was 26-2.

Head Coach Richard Goldenson was delighted about the overall result. “I thought from the first day of the season we had a lock on a state championship. Kat (Mozolyuk) did not lose all year going 30-0. This sweep, indeed is a surprise and it’s fabulous,” he exclaimed.  

For Goldenson and his players, the visit to Fresno’s Sierra Sport and Racquet Club will go down as three fantastic days in the history of Santa Monica College women’s tennis.
